+ Your EI REFERENCE CODE. This is a 16 digit reference code that is provided to each ITA registered apprentice. This reference code is required in order for you to access a
lized. licati h for El Benefits.

Note: Anyone applying for El Benefits with a code that s/he has not been authorized to use will be required to pay back all benefits received.

You will also be required to submit your Record(s) of Employment (ROE). Obtain an ROE from each employer you have worked for in the past 104 weeks, or since the start of your
last El claim (whichever is shorter).

Submit the ROE(s) in person or by mail to your local Service Canada Centre. Note: ROEs with a serial number (top, left hand comer of the ROE) starting with a W or S have been
electronically submitted by your employer and you do not have to submit them again to Service Canada. Keep those ROEs in a safe place for future reference.

Note: If you will be living away from home while attending your apprentice training, you will need to provide the mailing address where you would like any correspondence to be
sent when you apply for El.

Already have an Active EI Claim? If you currently have an active El claim and will be submitting claimant’s reports to Service Canada in the 2 weeks prior to attending school, you
have a continuing claim. Do not re-apply for El benefits. On your claimant report, you must indicate that you are attending Apprenticeship Training. To ensure there is no
interruption in your El Benefits, you must immediately contact Service Canada and provide Service Canada with the 16 digit Apprentice El Reference Code and apprentice
training dates.
